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Introduction

The transfer of voice traffic over packet networks, and specially voice over IP, is rapidly gaining
acceptance. While many corporations have long been using voice over Frame Relay to do saving
by utilizing excess Frame Relay capacity, the dominance of IP has shifted most attention from
VoFR to VoIP. Voice over packet transfer can significantly reduce the per-minute cost, resulting in
reduced long-distance bills.
In fact, many dial-around-calling schemes available today already rely on VoIP backbones to
transfer Voice, passing some of the cost savings to the customer. These high-speed backbones
take advantage of the convergence of Internet and Voice traffic to/from a single network.

The TX2400 I.VoIP (Integrated Voice over IP) feature transport of any voice and non-voice
traffic over IP or Ethernet networks transparently. The handling traffic could be Traditional Analog
Voice, TDM Voice/Data, E1/T1 and ISDN with different signaling schemes.
The versatility and the modularity of the design ensure the flexibility to support applications
ranging from small organization to extensive networks.
Each I.VoIP on the TX2400 single shelf could handle traffic of TDM payloads of 64Kbps time
slots.
The source of traffic could be Analog/Digital lines or PSTN E1/T1 links.
